Insurance Infomercial
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Purpose: The main goal of this activity is to provide an overview of auto, home, life, and medical insurance.
Your group will be required to make an infomercial about one of the four types of insurance.  Your infomercial will inform and sell us on a policy, specified by your team.   Since there will be two groups for each type of insurance, the rest of the class will vote  on who did a better “sales” pitch between each pair of similar policies.  
You will have three days in class to work on this activity, including today.  Extra time will be required outside of class, the amount and type of work depending upon your group’s needs.  The group must include the following information during your presentation to class:

1. Key terms from chapter regarding your insurance policy
2. Types of coverage offered (For example, life offers  term and whole life, health has PPO and HMO, etc.)
3. Why this insurance is needed.
4. Investigate and provide two REAL quotes the indicate coverage received for the price. In other words, your infomercial will compare your “company’s” prices to real quotes on similar policies.  You will need to provide the source information in your commercial (i.e. obtained from State Farm agent).
5. What can be done to lower the premium.
The idea, like any infomercial, is to inform the customers on the product so they can make a wise decision.  Then, you will let the audience know what your company offers in detail.  For instance, you may offer a 10 year term life insurance policy for $10/month to people who are under 18, non-smokers, and receive good grades.  Be specific so that you demonstrate your understanding of the topic.
You will be assessed on your preparation, presentation, and overall completed product.  In order to earn full credit, you must:

1. Be Involved:  Everyone in the group must provide information and act during both the presentation and the research.

2. Grab our Attention:  The infomercial must grab and keep the audience’s attention

3. Demonstrate Creativity and Originality:  The more creative and original you are, the better!

The final criteria factored into your grade will be questions derived from your presentation.  They must be typed and the answers provided during your presentation.  These will be graded by your teacher and must be turned in prior to your infomercial.
1. 3 Multiple Choice Question; each with 4 possible choices

2. 2 Short Answer Questions

3. 2 Typed copies; 1 without answers, 1 with answers
